When Citizen was known as Shoukousha in 1918,

the 21 year-old Earhart, inspired by a Toronto
air show, discovered she wanted to fly. In 1930
the watch company became “Citizen’; and
Earhart established the world speed record for a

female ilot. The following year Citizen

developed its first men’s watch and Earhart set a
women’s autogiro altitude record of 18,415 feet.
When Citizen developed its first women's watch
in '35, Earhart flew the first transpacific solo
flight from Honolulu to Oakland.

A true pioneer, she put her life on the line and
gathered glory in exchange. Earhart went
missing in July 1937 while attempting to circle
the globe, and what ensued remains a mystery.
With fierce determination she’s known to have
said, “l want to do it because | want to do it.
Women, like men, should try to do the
impossible” Now consider travel to feel the
passage of time, to travel for travel’s sake. To
travel is to rendezvous with, and to challenge,
the substance of one’s character.
